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Consisting of an entrance, living room, full kitchen, bedroom, bath-
room and terrace, this could be just a run-of-the-mill apartment, but
appearances can be deceiving. Exuding the air of an elegant Roman
home, Casa Manni is in fact a penthouse suite that offers the com-
forts of an exclusive hotel while providing the opportunity to experi-
ence the style, elegance and atmosphere of Rome.

Conceived by Armando Manni, film director, art and wine collector,
passionate gourmand and creator of an acclaimed olive oil produced
in the hills of Grosseto, the project was designed by American archi-
tect Adam D. Tihany; the two met through a mutual friend, chef
Thomas Keller.

Tihany, who is well-versed in designing large-scale hotels (Hotel
Aleph in Rome (93 rooms), more recently, The Joule in Dallas (129
rooms), and the Mandarin Oriental in Las Vegas (392 rooms) to
name a few), this time was faced with a design challenge on a differ-
ent scale: a single suite.

“Scale isn't as important as being site-specific and always creating
a unique experience — each project presents fresh challenges,” says
Tihany, who is based in New York and opened a studio in Rome in
2001, overseen by Project Director Andréa Riecken.

Unveiled last September and located in the heart of Rome atop a
17th century palazzo, the elegant penthouse sleeps three and offers a
unique hospitality. Distributed over 60 m* with a 10-m* terrace, the
space puts art at the forefront in a wide range of interpreations, from
antique sculptures to modern paintings. “The art in Casa Manni,”
continues Tihany, “represents the soul of the project.” In the entrance
sit an African scuplture and a ceremonial bird-shaped hat sculpture

separated from the living room by a glass partition. In the large living
room hangs the oil painting “Il grande inverno” by Massimo D’Orta
and a detail of the painting “Oasi” by Mario Schifano from 1979;
furnishings include a large Macassar ebony wood bookcase and a
dramatic glass dining room table designed specifically by Tihany
with four elegant walnut chairs that lend a vintage touch and an
overhanging three-cylinder lamp by Zonca.

The adjacent kitchen is partitioned off by a light glass wall equipped
with a wine structure.

Two terracotta African sculptures nestled in backlit yellow glass
mounts separate the corridor from the bathroom. Proceeding down
the hall, the bedroom features walls clad in silk, a mirrored-panel
wardrobe and a Macassar wood bed frame with leather headboard
above which hangs a painting by Roman artist Sabina Vannucci. The
window overlooking the terrace opens onto the rooftops of Rome
and offers a view of the column of Marcus Aurelius. The bathroom
floor and walls are made up of Calacatta Oro marble and the full-
height glass shower features a mosaic designed by Tihany and real-
ized by Emblemata using Bisazza tesserae.

Casa Manni offers what no traditional five-star hotel can possibly of-
fer: an authentic Roman holiday, even if only for one night.

stallo disegnato appositamente da Tihany abbinato a quattro eleganti
sedute in radica dal sapore vintage e illuminato da un lampadario di
Zonca a tre cilindri di luce.

Adiacente, & la cucina separata da una leggera quinta verrata arricchi-
ta da una cantinerra per i vini.

Uno sguardo alle due sculture in terracorra d'arte africana nelle nic-
chie retroilluminare in verro giallo che separano il corridoio dal ba-
gno, ed & il momento di vedere cosa riserva la zona notte: la carra da
yarati & in seta, I'armadio con un'anta specchiata e la struttura del

Nel bagno, pavimenro e pareti sono in
marmo Calacarta Oro e nella doccia, a tutta altezza e chiusa da pareri
in cristallo trasparente, il mosaico disegnaro dall’archiretto america-
no ¢ realizzato da Emblemara con tessere Bisazza.
